The Weekly Video Conference: This 45-minute class, held on

Zoom, is scheduled for the same time each week. 

1.

The Canvas Online Classroom: Teachers engage in discussions

or answer questions on other days of the week. This typically

takes around 30 minutes and can be done at any time that

works for the teacher during the day.

2.

For online administration & Support: 

Meeting with teachers & students through out the week on the

phone or in zoom. 

You will need access to a computer with good internet, a webcam,

and a microphone. 

We provide the zoom account, Teachers will have access to

Canvas with preloaded curriculum.
